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 In the new music notation the luvgisma has been replaced by the 
oJmalovn in certain cases, without its function being rendered as it 
should. 
 

 Tromikovn and Streptovn 
 

 The three teachers, in the new notation, omitted the tromikovn 
and streptovn (or ejkstreptovn), and kept only the yhfistovn (which 
also appeared in corresponding figures), as they were applied by 
people who remembered these melodic figures and lines from their 
music lessons.  These figures are sporadically written and analyzed 
in music books and are in widespread use today by oral tradition.  
We are thus able to put either the tromikovn or the streptovn together 
with the yhfistovn, in corresponding figures, when we want to show 
melodic movement which corresponds to their function (without 
performing the function of the yhfistovn.)
